Tyler studied Social Service Work as a CICE student. He now volunteers at the hospital, meeting, greeting and helping improve patients’ social life.
Victoria studied as an Esthetician through the CICE Program.  Immediately following graduation she found a full time position in a Spa. 
Nick started out in the CICE Program studying Motive Power. During his field placement he got a position in an Automotive Shop, so Nick did not return for his 2nd year in CICE. Presently  he is working on his Automotive Apprenticeship. 
Marie studied Natural Environment. She shared that the most amazing skills she learned while at college were through all her preparation for field placement courses. Marie said she developed self-esteem, self-worth and the ability to advocate for herself. Upon graduation she had the skills to apply for a job, get a job, keep a job, and now has a career in Cleaning for a large company. Marie lives independently and is fully self-sufficient. She loves life and her career.
Owen:  “I struggled to believe that I would ever go to college. With support and encouragement my confidence grew and I learned how to take on the unknowns of life. I graduated from the CICE Program and went on to graduate from Digital Film Production where I continue to pursue my dreams. One of my biggest desires is to use my filming skills to help others gain confidence in pursuing their dreams. I like to give them hope that there is a future for everyone in spite of their challenges. I have my own apartment, I am working on film projects and filming weddings and personal events.”
Yvonne: “I took courses in Early Childhood Education and have done placements at a high school, an elementary school, (a) Resource Centre, and in a college campus store. My favourite part of CICE (was) learning new computer programs. My advice to future CICE students is:
Learn as much as you can, it will lead to a promising job, or a leadership role, to thriving as a leader or becoming a successful advocate in speaking up for people with disabilities.”

Elliot: “I took elective courses mostly in the business stream even though many focused on sports management as this is my area of interest. I was the recipient of the Ellen Murphy Award for the most improved student and highest academic achievement. I received the honour roll and Dean’s list for all four semesters. My favourite part of the CICE program is that I got to experience what it was like being at college for the first time. We had a course called the Community Service Learning Project where we were able to do fundraising for community organizations, (we) sold carved pumpkins, candy grams, as well as holding a charity basketball game to raise funds for Special Olympics. I was the play by play broadcaster for that game and did my best impersonation of Jack Armstrong of TSN’s Raptors Basketball. My other favourite moments at Fleming College were meeting Austin Riley, the first ever Canadian born autistic race car driver, who came to speak at our class. We also held another fundraising event and had Cody Crowley, an undefeated UFC champion come and speak to our class. I was hired to work as the first ever Youth Amplifier for Jayscare Foundation. My role is to advocate for Challenger Baseball Athletes so that they can be successful on the diamond. I also have been writing for Outfox magazine for kids on the spectrum for a few years now (as) the Sports and Entertainment Correspondent. I also (was) offered positions on the Adult Autism Advisory Committee for Kerry’s Place and the Youth Advisory Committee for Grandview Children’s Centre. .” I am now writing a book called “I’mpossible” – get it? I am possible but it could also mean impossible – nothing is impossible – everything is possible if you put your mind to it So life after graduation is everything I hoped it could.”
